Paolo Pileggi representing CO.GAL MONTE PORO SERRE VIBONESI,  LAG SERRE CALABRESI, LAG VALLE CRATI AND GALAJS, Damianos Kosmas representing DEVELOPMENT AGENCY OF LARNACA, CYPRUS  Gorge Mavrojannis representing DEVELOPMENT AGENCY OF HERAKLION CRETA,  Startos Milidakis representing  LAG OADYK CRETE, Antonio Joao Nunes  Realinho representing  ADRACES- PORTUGAL,  Alvaro Dos Santos Amaro representing ADRUSE PORTUGAL,  Julio José Saraiva Sarmento representing RAIA HISTORICA – PORTUGAL,  Mitrache Valentin representing FEDERATIA ROMANA PENTRU DESVOLTARE MONTANA SI RURALA – ROMANIA, have discussed the envisaged work programme.

Considering that the topics discussed and signed within the protocols dated March 17th 2000, April 06th 2001 April 28th 2002 and December 4th 2003, are confirmed, the present document updates each partners’ commitment:

1) CoGAL Monte Poro – Serre Vibonesi is committed to better the transnational cooperation common project, the financial schedule and the crono of the activities. The reformulated project will be sent to each partner.

2) the partners commit themselves to send to CoGAL Monte Poro – Serre Vibonesi the specific regional transnational cooperation project.

3) Relating to the financial plan, considering the availability of each partner and the participation in the specific activities, a total amount of € 710.000,00 is envisaged to be divided in teh following way:

· Portugal (ADRACES, ADRUSE and  RAIA HISTORICA) €105.000,00;

· Crete (Development Agency of Heraklion, Development Agency of Lassithi and  LAG OADYK)  € 302.500,00);  

· Italy (COGAL.Monte Poro Serre Vibonesi, LAG Serre Calabresi, GALAJS, LAG Valle Crati)  €302.500,00.
Concerning the activities to be delivered the partners commit themselves to create a global economy with some specific activities in each territory and with the inter-territorial cooperation.

4) the involved partners agree to build up a European Economic Interest Grouping (EEIG) aimed at creating a longlife partnership and deliver the LEADER + transnational cooperation.

It’s therefore necessary a new meeting to verify each group’s decisions having read the draft of the Statute given by CoGAL Monte Poro – Serre Vibonesi.

5) After the managing evaluation of the involved authorities, the partners decide to start the project at the beginning of 2005. 

6) the meeting has discussed the partnership’s composition that is defined as follows 

COGAL MONTE PORO SERRE VIBONESI –  LAG SERRE CALABRESI, LAG VALLE CRATI E GALAJS - ITALY, DEVELOPMENT AGENCY OF HERAKLIO – CRETE,  DEVELOPMENT AGENCY OF LASSITHI – CRETE,  LAG OADYK CRETE, DEVELOPMENT AGENCY OF LARNACA, CYPRUS, ADRACES – PORTUGAL,  ADRUSE – PORTUGAL, RAIA HISTORICA – PORTUGAL, FEDERATIA ROMANA PENTRU DESVOLTARE MONTANA SI RURALA – ROMANIA.

7) concerning the groups involved till this moment, it will be verified their capability to take part in the common project delivering. CoGAL Monte Poro Serre Vibonesi  is in charge to verify the LAG Extramadura (Spain) involvement in the project.

Romania and Bulgaria will remain non EU partners.
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
