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It is a fact that the city space that we live in, most of the time, doesn’t offer us memories that we can affiliate with, so we don’t have the possibility to identify ourselves and connect to it.

Inevitably, in our vacation we try to escape from the urban space and seek to visit places with “human character”, places with “spirituality”, places that respect the relation of man with the natural environment, places that we are able to dream.
Agrotourism in nature as an activity must offer an alternative place that contains all the elements that the traveler - visitor seeks.

As a consequence, the agro tourist settlements of each area must reflect a different relation to the environment and to organize their structured space in a way that the “spirit” of the area is manifested.

Through their space the understanding of the traditional architectural heritage and the values of the traditional way of the life of the inhabitants must be achieved.
The historic – cultural, social, planning and architectural characteristics of each area must define the basic interventions of restoration and adaptation or the construction of the agro tourist settlements and their outdoor spaces from the beginning. 

These values of course must be interpreted and reshaped in practice without having the danger to be a simple representation, void of essence. 
The existence of construction rules of agro tourist settlements can function in a framework that ensures the above mentioned characteristics without leading to a monotonous morphological repetition. On the contrary it must yield the multiversity which characterizes the traditional architecture, and at the same time to cover the functional needs of the visitor.
