Related to Learning, Education and Employment.



The Union of Communities of Larnaca tries to achieve longlife learning, education and employment through educational seminars, educational trips in Cyprus, Greece e.t.c of the elected people and the workers of the Local Self  Government, but and people of the area.

2. Confining the Need.

The confining of the need was done through private interviewing and 

talks with the elected people and the workers of the Local Self Government  and people of the area so the decision about the needs was done from the people who deal with the matter.

3. Solution Form.

a. The Board of the Union, through R3L project, decided to make and educational trip to Heraklio, Crete, between 13/11/2003 and 16/11/22003 for the following matters: Collaboration with the Development Agency of Heraklio for the Development Actions of the European Union, Volunteer joining of communities, natural sewage treatment system, agriculture hydrobonic (soilless) cultivation etc.

b. 50 people of the Local Self Government and farmers took part.  The Union covered most of the cost for travel and food.

c. Agreement of Collaboration between the Development Agency of Heraklio and the Development Agency of Larnaca was signed.

4. Results

a. Trough private interviewing and talks with the people who took part in the trip it was found that all of them were very satisfied and they learned many new things.

b. The Board of the Union decided to promote seminars for learning of the people of the Local Self Government in aspects of the European matters.

Longlife Learning in Cyprus

a) Through the Ministry of Education and Culture:
