This study, delivered by CO.G.A.L. Monte Poro Serre Vibonesi, represents an example of good practices, to use for  some other activities within regional, national and community programs such as the project REPEF (European Net for the education in the Future); 

insofar it can also be used by the partners of CO.G.A.L. Monte Poro Serre Vibonesi, to consider and to know the problem list related to training and to the world of the job in our area. 

Within the Community initiative YOUTHSTART financed by the ESF, program 1997-99, CO.G.A.L. Monte Poro Serre Vibonesi has realized the project DESERT II that permitted to develop an activity of research and survey  related to the opportunities of employment for the young people in the province of Vibo Valentia. 
The study was  developed directly on the field, over 600 enterprises and operators of the area were called.

The study outputs: 

from the point of view of education : 

Information,  knowledge, training and its diffusion could also represent today for the region an assistant value. 

The strengthening of the system of learning, of the search and of the regional formation is not able not to have a strong positive relapse on the territory. 

They talk so much about formation, but it is the usual strategy just to attract funds to recycle for him “friends”, in the region it doesn't exist a strong and definite investment in the strengthening of the formation finalized to the development instead of assistance. 

They talk about the possibilities of development of tourism and agriculture; but specialized courses of study have not been created for creating qualified figures in these two sectors. This let think about the necessity of an expansion of the scholastic, academic and of the formation structures. In short to the multiplication of the centers of search and cultural diffusion. 

There are no specialized schools, it almost seems that there are no projects, neither meaningful investments. Rather, in the scholastic sector,  agrarian schools that so much would have been able to do for the regional economy have been forgotten. 

Schools that are held of third series and don't attract young people that intend to specialize themselves, are basins of salvation for students to the search of a diploma without too many problems. 

From the point of view of the  world of the job: 

following the transformations of the economy and the composition of the population increasing questions, increasing costs, insufficient enter are determined. 

Following the transformations of the productive structure and the social system that have characterized the first half of nineties, the situation of the poverty in Italy, and in Europe, introduces some aspects of increasing complexity. 

A reality of the individual uneasiness and groups emerges to so many, and different dimensions: the inequalities of the incomes and the consumptions, the articulation of the situations of emargination in the territory, in the big cities and in the countries; the worse is represented by the missing of satisfaction of some fundamental needs such as house, health, occupation, education, inter-generational disparities; the new poverties in relationship to culture and the access to some new technologies. 

 The  changing of  the technological paradigm the whole products and the consumptions, that pass from the durable good to the interactive services of the information. 

Organization of the job and the activities of enterprise, change also families situation and  the cycles of life of the individuals. 

It is through the growth of employment that the social safety system is sustained, and it is through a new social proper for today's reality of the economy and the society that a good occupation is gotten. 

A state that conjugates equality, insurance (and prevention) against life risks and market damages, with free choice of different individuals among them, but strong among them.

The assignment is therefore that to rewrite the new grammar of the citizen in front of the greatest technological avalanche of the history that pervades every productive sector. 

With the transformation of  job, including also induced by the technology, there is a kind of growth for the opportunities of job for young people even in that productive sector traditionally more rigid than industry, provided that a different organizational model is accepted. 

Growth is particularly marked in the sector of commerce, to motive for the development of the great distribution and therefore of the weight of the dependent occupation. The liberalization of the opening times of the business has subsequently contributed to the distributive concentration and the increase of variability of the schedules of job. 

For instance, to allow a wider operations of the fittings, some enterprises and business offer to regulate job in the weekend, or in the evening, precious for university students, that can have an income with an occupation reduced in line with the studies. 

THE SPECIFIC CASE OF VIBO VALENTIA 

1. The Project Polos 

It is unemployment, therefore, the most serious economic problem in the province of Vibo Valentia, as confirmed for a long time by the investigation of the institute Tagliacarne and of the Camera of Commerce of Vibo in a study of the project Polos (1996). 

The investigation has allowed to monitor 350 firms belonging to the industrial sectors (manufacturing and constructions) and to the tertiary one (commerce and tourism) of 50 municipalities, separated into two sub provincial areas: 

to) coastal area 

b) inside area

From the data it is possible to notice that the negative phase has interested above all the inside area exposed to the negative economic phenomenon. 

In the inside area, the billing of the manufacturing sector has had a 64,2% contraction. In the same period, only the 15,4% of the enterprises of the industrial sector have marked a growth of  business. 

Instead on the coast from the 43,7% of the firms of the manufacturing sector only 23,3% of the firms of  industrial sector grow.. 

2. The sub areas 

In all the indicators of the project Polos, the coastal area introduced some superior values to the provincial average more in the industry than in the commerce and it has many elements of entrepreneurial dynamism. 

This is justifiable from a greater manufacturing concentration in the zone, particularly in the sector of the transformation of agricultural products and fishing and an important tourist vocation that drags a considerable number of enterprises belonging to the armature. 

In the coastal area, production, portfolio orders and billing of the industry, is respectively increased 30%, 23,3% and 23,3%, while the 26,7% of enterprises have realized investments and 18,3% increased the occupational levels. 

This datum underlines that the province is characterized by a local economy.. 

1996 there was an increasing of the production of about 0,4%, the portfolio orders of 2,1% and the 0 billing, 8%, while the exports unchanged. 

Despite the entrepreneurs of the tertiary one nourishes best expectations in comparison to the survey 1995, in their answers an elevated rate of uncertainty remains, in how much around the 20% of the interviewed ones didn’t known how to express an opinion on how thing would happen serious; firm in relationship to the business indicative principals (billing and profitability of management). 

This is a worrisome signal of the impossibility from the entrepreneurs to realize a suitable strategy of middle period that overcomes the politics of  day for day. 

3. The industrial sector 

If in 1995 the number of industrial firms that have expelled manpower (15,2%) has been superior to that of the firms that have effected assumptions (11,6%), the entrepreneurs' expectations on the front of the occupation, for 1996, seemed encouraging: the new assumptions would concern the 18,8% of the enterprises (only 14,3% in the constructions), while there would be contained mass of personnel to the 6,3% of the cases (10,7% in the constructions). 

This means that good expectations of some enterprises are not only of economic nature but would interest the structure of the local productive Firm 

4. The manufacturing and building sector 

1995 for the manufacturing sector and of constructions has not been one positive year: around the 45% of the manufacturing enterprises of the province it has some negative performances in comparison to business. This percentage overcomes the 50% of the total one if it is considered the sector of the constructions that always introduces some worse performances some provincial average. 

Production, billing and portfolio order are respectively reduced to 44,6% in the manufacturing one and to 50% in the constructions; to 43,8% in the manufacturing one and to 50% in the constructions; to 47,3% in the manufacturing one and to 53,6% in the constructions. 

Also the middle use of the fittings has gone down to 33% of the manufacturing enterprises and to 35,7% for those of the constructions. 

Considering the important weight of the number of enterprises builders (49%), it is evident as the heavy recession that the sector has interested has strongly conditioned the whole local economy and only with a turnaround of the compartment this can contribute to the exit of the province from the tunnel of the crisis. 

5. The tertiary sector 

In 1995 the bad conjuncture has not reduced occupation: 88% of the total one have maintained the occupational levels (better  commerce with around 90% in comparison to  tourism with 75%) and only 2,9% of the enterprises have expelled manpower. 

Despite the economic improvement, in 1996 the resumption, as in industry, it won't be so strong to be allowed a meaningful reentry of the unemployment. In every case the occupational levels should substantially stay stable (only 7,5% of enterprises have declared an increase). 

The tertiary one (commerce and tourism), following the trend of the whole provincial economy, introduces some negative performances in all the business indicative principals. Rather, the compartment has suffered in greater measure of the stagnation industry of the local domestic demand ( 75,7% of the enterprises are turned to local market). 

Disaggregating the data, the negative conjuncture has struck more commerce than tourism. 

50,6% of the enterprises have recorded a reduction of billing (53,7% commerce and 46,9% in the tourism) and 51% (53,7% commerce and 45,3% tourism) has suffered a bending of the profitability of management. 

If to these figures we add the data of those enterprises that have declared a constant of the two indicators, the firms that have suffered the stagnation of the market overcome 80% of the total one. 

6. Tourist hotels 

Vibo Valentia represents 24,2% of the endowment of Calabrian campings (first place among Calabrian provinces) and 18,1% of hotel (third place among the Calabrian provinces). 

The provincial hotel has 6.506 bed places (in 1989 they were 6159 with a 5,6% increase) with a degree of use equal to 26,53%, since it results to be abreast of that regional but of very inferior to the southern one (32,09%) and national one (31,94%). 

The same degree of use of the whole structure (hotels, camping, etc.) it results to be the half in comparison to the Midday. Even though with a difference, also the degree of use of the second houses (18,46%)  is inferior  in Calabrian in respect to Southern of Italy. 

Presumably, therefore, a more comforting hotel structure and with greater collateral services. 

A problem that interests all the Calabrian provinces is the strong concentration of the tourist presences in the alone months of July and August: Calabria is the first Italian region in terms of seasonal concentration of the tourist flows, with an index of seasonality equal to 180 (middle Italia=100), the double one of that Sicilian and nine times taller than that of Abruzzo Region.

7. The credit 

From the analysis of the provincial data we notices that: 

• the rate of use of the deposits (relationship employment/deposits) we notice for every 100 liras deposited only 64 they are reinvested in local productive activity against 84 Italians and the 65 Southerners. 

• the degree of office (number of banking counters every 1000 inhabitants) it is inferior to the regional and around three times lower than the Italian one. 

The deposits in 1993 (1.136 million liras) is long superior to the employments (732 million liras) and this is also true for the preceeding years. 

This situation is structural to the economic system and therefore an important effort is necessary for favouring the allocation of the local saving in investments and initiatives that indirectly interest directly  the economy  of the province. 

Besides, some other interesting data are that around 33% of the deposits and 27,5% of the employments  present in the chief town of province, followed by Pizzo (respectively 5% and 5,3% of the total one) and Tropea (respectively 4,4% and 4,4% of the total one).
